The best established crops in 2009                 
around the country were achieved where         Bio

a. It rains and the straw becomes a wet  

horrible mass of stinking wet matter, 

drilling into this will cause large problems 

with establishment, as the toxins produced 

by the un-decomposed straw will greatly 

inhibit  root  growth. 
 

b. It does not rain, and you end up losing all 

moisture in your efforts to incorporate the 

straw and your seeds will lay in a dust 

bowl, not too bad as long as you donôt get 

just a little rain to cause germination and 

then dry again so that these plants die off. 
 

Incorporating the residue from a 4 tonne crop of 

wheat is a tough job, for you and your soil to 

handle. 
 

The decomposition process is a Biological 

function and requires the work of Bacteria, Fungi, 

Nematodes, Amoebae and our best friends the 

óLumbruscus Terranusô ï  earthworms.   
 

These essential, beneficial organisms and tiny 

creatures will find it VERY difficult to make a 

meal of your wheat straw, which is a bit like you 

trying to eat the leg of your kitchen table for   

dinner ï not very appetising. 
 

Many soils simply do not have the range of, or 

numbers of these tiny creatures and yet they are 

essential to all plants in all soils. 
 

Bio-Mulch will supply a range of these organisms 

with the Carbohydrates, Humic Acids, Fulvic  

Acids. plant growth stimulants and Biological 

Activators to allow these essential organisms to 

flourish  in  your  soil. 
 

This year our clients that used Bio-Mulch in    

Autumn 2009 are already re-ordering, it is       

essential to get the product onto the chopped 

straw as soon as you can, so it can be quietly 

working  in  the  top  2 to 3  inches  of  soil.
