NOT the best fertiliser to use to grow high quality grass.

A good quality grass needs 20 or more minerals and your stock needs all of these if they are to grow as
they should - increasing mineral levels in grass will increase the immune system in the animal,

Why then would you use only N P K?

When you use ‘The Better Grass System' you will use nitrogen, phosphate, potassium, magnesium,
sodium, boron, sulphur, manganese, copper, zine, iron etc + Selenium and cobalt all in n form the grass
will take up so that your stock get ALL of their minerals in every bite of grass they eat,

The key to this is identification of causes to problems as seen from the very detailed soil fertility audit,
plus the grass/silage mineral analysis. It is this information that allows me to make specific
recommendations to (a) improve your soils fertility (b) improve the quality of your crops and that does
not mean more 20-10-10 or similar ferilisers. (Fact is these ‘compounds’ simply do not work to
improve soil fertility or grass quality).

2. HOW TO MAKE BETTER USE OF YOUR

How is it possible to grow ‘Better Grass’ at no increased cost?

Simply! - we look at what you have been spending on fertilisers and because of the mformation that we
get from the detailed soil , grass and silage analysis we may be able to make a recommendation for
different types of fertiliser that will be more efficient than what you have been using.

What about trace elements and SODIUM? How do you get these?

Which fertiliser will reduce risk of staggers? Which will increase it? (it may not be
what you think!)

Which if any, should you buy?

These fertilisers will sell for around £220 a tonne (£11 a bag) which means if you buy only one 20 1onne
load it will cost you well over £4000.

But what about the application rate and cost per acre for example to schieve 60 units of nitrogen you

would need to apply as follows:-
Units per Acre Cost per Acre

n) 20-10-10 at 3 bags per acre 60-30- 30 £33.00
b) 25-5-5 at 2.5 bags per scre 62-12 -12 £27,50
<) 24-0-14 at 2.5 bags per acre 60- 0-35 £27.50
d) 20-4-12 at 3 bags per acre 60-12 -36 £33.00
e) 34-0-0 at 1.75 bags per acre 60- 0-0 £19.25

The difference between a) and ¢) is £14.25 per acre and on 240 scres that amounts 10 £3420.

So will a) make that much better grass?
Probably not!



So why use it?

Is it because you have always used it?
Or because your friendly fertiliser salesman says it is the BEST product to use in your area?

Whatever the reason it is almost certain that these products will not give you the best value for money in
terms of improving grass quality or yield. At the end of the day what matters is how well your stock is

performing from eating the grass that you have grown,

If you use straight nitrogen, then you might be concemed that you could run the phosphate and
potassium levels down. Well you might, but it depends on your soil reserves.

Most phosphate and potash fertilisers are simply ‘locked up” by other elements, and it is often more cost
cffective to release minerals from your soil than it is to add more.

Nitrogen is very important
But not all nitrogen 1s the same and you could pay a lot of money for something that {5 not suited to
your soil - it all depends on balances and ratios of various minerals in your soil.

Soil Fertility Audit

Which is why we always carry out a detailed soil analysis (without cxception) - checking the ‘locked
up' levels, ratios and balances of all nutrients, this service is not cheap, bul then agan nor is using the
wrong fertiliser!
